() turned to Spirit.  Spirit was
grieving the loss of his companion to
the point where he had stopped eating
and refused to socialize with any of the
other five wolves we tried to place
with him.  All of the humans at the
sanctuary were concerned for his well-
being. Spirit needed help or he was
going to grieve to death.

We knew that what Spirit
needed was puppies. All wolves love
puppies, and will not turn away any
puppy. It is their natural instinct to
raise and protect them. The problem

we were facing was one of the condi-
tions placed on us by the Larimer
County Commissioners. Wafj was not
allowed to take any new animals and
in fact was under a directive to reduce
the number of animals to thirty. Due to
the deaths of several of the wolves at
the sanctuary, our numbers were down
but not to the number where we would
be able to take in any new animals.

In an effort to build a working
relationship with the County, Wef) wes
following all of the conditions placed
on us to the letter. We truly did not
know what to do; Spirit’s life was in

The losses of both Zeke (see Spring
page 7) and Cheyenne (see page 5) So close
together was extraordinarily difficult to
accept. We truly believe that they are in
a better place, however we really were
not ready for themto go. We were over-
whelmed with the decision of the county
commissioners that allowed us to accept
tWo new pups (see page 1).

We were ecstatic with the
response received to help fund the Maine

seemed to come out of the normal dona-
tions made to run the sanctuary. We
have been in a catch up mode ever since,
trying to figure out how to pay the bills. We were also
somewhat discouraged by the lack of funding for that rescue
from the other organizations involved and even more dis-
couraged that we could not seem to get a detailed account of
the rescue.

We finally found a permanent foster home situation
for the four Arkansas animals that we rescued last fall. They
had been ina 30’ x 60’ enclosure at a temporary foster home
in Fort Collins. A group of volunteers built a half-acre
enclosure for them at the Hathaway’s 35-acre property. The
animals will be moved there on August 4. We will bring
you more information on that in the next newsletter. Our
undying thanks (pun intended) go out to Marla Morine and
Larry Bolt for providing so magnificently for the temporary
home for these animals. We know they are having trouble
parting with them, even though they know it is the best thing
for the animals. We are also very thankful to the Hatha-
way’s and are confident that they will provide a wonderful
home for the Arkansas Four.

the balance. Our attempts to
communicate with the commissioners
individually in the past had been
refused. After much deliberation, it
was decided that two representatives of
Wefj would attend an informal, public,
morning coffee with one of the county
commissioners and discuss the
seriousness of our dilemma.

The commissioner listened to
our plight, asked some very good ques-
tions and told us the proper procedure
we would need to follow. We were
asked to make a formal request in writ-
ing and have our veterinarian sign an
affidavit stating the facts about Spirit’s
condition and that it was potentially
life-threatening if companions could
not be found and placed with him at
the sanctuary. The commissioner
made no promises; in fact, no indica-
tion was given as to how our request
would be received. All we could do
was present our request and then hope
and pray that it would be granted.

As several days went by, with
no word, we all spent extra time with
Spirit. Volunteers would sit with him,
encouraging him to eat; he took barely
enough food to survive. Spirit was
loosing weight and his normally
friendly attitude was gone. He stayed
to himself, not greeting us the way he
used to; there were no Spirit kisses to
be had.

On the 6" day after our request
was made, we received word that,
based on humane considerations, the
commissioners had granted Waf a one
time exception to the condition.
Everyone at Wefj was ecstatic. | must
take time here to thank the commis-
sioners for their cooperation and favor-
able decision in this urgent matter.
Thank you commissioners Bender,
Gibson and Rennels. All we had to do
now was find suitable companions.

Spirit is an extremely high
percentage wolf and it would be neces-
sary that his new companions also be
of high percentage. A call was placed
to several of the rescue/sanctuaries W,
works with across the United States.
Two rescue animals were needed for
Spirit who was grieving. It would
have to be one male and one female.

o e A
Meanwhile we were till
calls for animals that needed place-
ment. With every call we hoped they
would be young and high percentage.
Unfortunately during this period of
time all the animals needing a home
were older or lower percentage. It
breaks our hearts when we are unable
to take these animals. Doing what we
always do, we referred the owners to
other rescues.

Finally, we received a call from
Sue Cranston of Indigo Mountain; a
four-week-old female had been located
in Phoenix, AZ. Arrangements were
made for Pat and a volunteer, Arly
Miner, to fly to Arizona and pick up
the little female. The two left for
Arizona on Wednesday and returned
on Thursday with their precious carry-
on luggage.

The little female had come
from a private owner who had an acci-
dental litter. All of the other pups had
been placed and one would remain
with its mother. At this time the pup
still did not have a name and we did
not know her well enough to give her
one. Also, because she was so small
and required bottle-feeding, she would
need to stay in a confined area on
Frank and Pat’s deck. The pup is a
beautiful, black Mackenzie Valley
wolf mix. When she arrived she
weighed approximately 5 Ibs, had
beautiful deep blue eyes and was a
typical wolf pup. In other words she

receiving

was a holy terror. As we got to know
her it was decided that her name would
be Tunyan, (pronounced Too-Yahn)
which is Lakota for BRAT!

Another call and a young male
named Indigo had been located in
Florida. Indigo was a rescue animal
saved along with the rest of his litter by
Thom Whaley. The entire litter was
going to be destroyed because they
were born on state land in Indiana.
The young male was perfect; he was
slightly over a year old and in the range
of 90 % wolf dog. This time, because
the animal was older, it was necessary
for volunteers to drive to Florida to
pick up Indigo. Cheryl Budler and
Steve Wolfsong left W% for Florida on
Friday evening, loaded with darting
equipment a kennel and everything
else they would need to accomplish
transporting Indigo from Florida to
Colorado. Because Indigo would be
stressed from the move, it would need
to be a quick trip. All went well in
Florida and Cheryl and Steve made it
back to Colorado on Monday. The
Great Spirit watches over us and this
trip was no exception. Four blocks
from where Steve works as a master
mechanic in Denver, the truck broke
down. This is not really surprising as
all of the Wofj vehicles are well past
their prime. In this case it was the
alternator.  After emergency repairs,
they continued their trip to Weff. Indigo

() forafew days to be sure he was
healthy and to give him a chance to
adjust to his new surroundings. After
two attempts Indigo was placed with
Spirit and they have bonded very well.
Spirit, as we knew he would, accepted
the young male and has been teaching
him how to behave like a wolf. It is
truly wonderful to see them together,
running and playing.  Spirit has
returned to the gentle soul he was,
greeting all the wvolunteers, giving
kisses and showing off his new pup.
He has gained back the weight he lost

and we are now sure that he will not
only survive but will be a happy and
well-adjusted wolf.

Tunyan has still not been
placed with Spirit and Indigo.
Approximately two weeks after she
arrived we noticed that she was ill.
She became very lethargic and stopped
eating. After a full day of testing it was
determined that she was suffering from
iron deficiency anemia. Tunyan’s red
blood cell count was 7. The low end
of normal would have been 40.
Tunyan was rushed to the hospital and
over the next two days, received two
blood transfusions and injections of
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iron. It is not known exactly what
caused the deficiency but it is believed
that her mother could have also been
deficient in iron. We are happy to
report that Tunyan is well on the road
to recovery. She is once again eating
like a wolf and steadily gaining weight
and generally growing like a weed.
She still needs to be monitored. So
until we are sure she is totally healthy
she will remain close to the house.

In Memory of Cheyenne

6§ April 18th, exactly one month
(VA7 Tsince the death of Zeke. Every-

& one was still trying to deal, in
their own way, with his unexpected
loss. Our newsletter had just been sent
to the printer announcing Zeke’s death
and we were taking Cheyenne to the
vets for, what we considered, routine
surgery.

Cheyenne had been exhibiting
some vaginal bleeding. In her case this
should not have been happening.
Before Waf received her she had been
sterilized through the removal of her
uterus only. Wef believes strongly that
once sentenced to a life in captivity that
it is appropriate to eliminate the normal
sexual rituals through complete spays
and neuters. This allows their lives to
be much more well-adjusted to their
confinement, especially if there are
more than two animals in one enclo-
sure. In Cheyenne’s case we did not
want to subject her to invasive proce-
dures if not absolutely necessary and
she was with only one other animal --
Spirit.

Every year there would be a
two to four week period where Spirit
would be very protective of her. He
would not let her visit with humans
and generally did not want humans in
his enclosure.

While we were checking on the
bleeding we decided to have our vet
remove the ovaries as well. The dart-
ing process, to get her to the vets, went

smoothly. The operation at the vets
went without a hitch. It turned out that
whoever did the original surgery to
remove the uterus had missed a small
piece. It was removed along with the
ovaries. All that was left was to bring
her out of the anesthesia. As she was
taken off of the isoflurane she stopped
breathing. The vet and vet techs
worked relentlessly for two and a half

hours trying everything they could to
bring her back. Although epinephrine,
atropine and steroids were adminis-
tered, her heart rate never changed.
Then her heart stopped --she was gone.

Everyone was in shock. We
could not believe that this was really
happening. It still seems to be a dream
that you just can’t shake off.

Cheyenne was a beautiful pure
wolf that had seen her share of pain.
She had been part of a pack that was
used for commercial photography.
Circumstances occurred that caused
her pack to attack her almost causing

{ her death. As she was recovering from

that ordeal she was placed with Welj.

Her wounds even though
severe were healing. There was some
question as to her liver function, but
that could have been from the stress
and trauma she had been through. She
had lost her howl, most likely from
being intubated for surgery. She
recovered from her wounds, her liver
functions returned to normal and she
bonded exceptionally well with a
young Spirit.

Although a subordinate person-
ality she was extremely curious and
accepting of attention and love Her
continuing efforts to please and her
tenacity at howling, whether sound
came out or not, endeared her to all that
knew her. Memories of her beautiful
presence will forever remain in our
hearts. @

Though her name was
Cheyenne, she came from South
Dakota. She was a gray wolf—
you’d call her a timber wolf.
Cheyenne was born in captivi
and spent her early life at a com-
mercial wildlife photography
preserve in Colorado. A well-
meaning caretaker accidentall
put Cheyenne in with a pack that
wasn’t her own. She was nearl
Killed.

Long story short, she came,
to live at W.O.LF., an outfit
you’ve probably read about on the
pages of the Coffee Cup Compan-
ion. (If you have not read of the good
people of W.O.L.F., check out http://
www.wolfsanctuary.net and support
them.) Cheyenne had found a home at
age five and seemed to recover quite
nicely from her physical and emotional
wounds. She paired up with a mate,
Spirit, and spent the next four or so
years as a comfortable, social and
loving animal.

That happy story came to an
end a few weeks ago when Cheyenne
underwent routine surgery. At some
point, on recovery, she just gave up the
ghost. No one can say why.

| have had the good fortune of

being associated with W.O.L.F. for
eight months or so. | volunteer at
educational and healing sessions. |
help load and unload the trailer and
then schlep stuff around in between
loadings and unloadings. My favorite
duties are handling the animals and
speaking with you, my fellow travel-
ers, about wolves and what they can
teach us. That’s all great, but the icing
on the cake is getting to volunteer at

Cheyenne wasn’t one of the
wolves who made it out into public, so
| had to go north to the sanctuary to
meet her. Pat and Frank, who run the
sanctuary, are two people who have
devoted their lives to rescuing captive-
bred wolves and wolf-dogs, providing
them long-term physical and emotional
care. Those two also dedicate a lot of
energy to educating the public about
wolves and wolf-dogs. Isthere really a
need for such pursuits? It is my under-

The Rescue...

It seems somewhat ironic that a terrible situation usually makes you
realize just how kind, generous and wiling the people around you
are. This simple truth has been brought to our attention frequently over
the last few months as we have dealt with a major tragedy in northem
New Hampshire.

A long time owner and breeder of wolf dogs unexpectedly passed
away leaving over 30 unaltered adults, 3 litters, and two J)regna_nt
females in the care of her two young daughters. We received a call in
early March from one of the woman’s daughters, and through tears she
explained the situation and asked for our help. Our first thoughts: Oh no,
what are we going to do? . .

Currently there are over 90 animals at LCWR and we are working
fervently to replace our existing pens with larger ones to allow the
animals more room. This means we are building pens for the animals
we have now, not to make room for more. Yes, we have room here and
there depending on the individual packs, but for all of their animals? It
would be impossible. .

We promised the girls we would help transport all the animals the
wanted to place to other facilties, but we had no idea how such a jol
could be accomplished. QOur first call was to Dawn Bednar from Federal
Wolf Dog Rescue (FWDR). We had worked with her in the past and
knew she had many connections in the rescue world. She could tell us if
itwould be possible to pull off such a rescue effort. When the news was
delivered to Dawn, she had a similar response “40?” Yes, we replied,
40. The only good news was that there was no deadline for the animals;
the daughters were willing to care for them until proper placement was
aranged. Dawnis a ﬁ%hter when it comes to animals and in her eyes,
nothing is impossible. Challenging? Yes, but she was not about to say
no to our plea. Immediately she started making calls to find out who
could he!P. .
~ While Dawn made the calls around the country, we dealt with the
issues that needed to be addressed at the site. This consisted of going
to the location to get an accurate head count, take pictures of the
animals and collect information on them. We were happy to find the
total number was somewhat less than we were first told as the girls
decided to keep some and family friends had offered to take a few into
their homes. The head count was: two packs of six adults, six young
pups, two older pups, and one lone male. A grand total of 21. Alot less
than 40 but still a major rescue.

As we toured the site, we found that the pups were being housed in
asmall roomand the girls simply couldn' socialize them enough. If they
stayed until a rescue date was set, they would become extremely fearful
of people. We decided to bring them to LCWR to work with them until
new homes were found. LCWR does not adopt animals out but FAVDR
does. They have the time, connections and applications to find appro-
priate homes for wolf dogs and they follow strict guidelines while adopt-
ing them out. We brou?ht the JJLCJFS back to LCWR and introduced them
to Silver, a very loving foster dad. He immediately fell for the pups and
thoroughly enjoyed his role while the pups were here.

While we busied ourselves with the normal day to day chores and
puppy play, Dawn continued to work the thones, pulling animal lovers
around the country together in a mass effort to save the wolf dogs. It
was amazing to hear her reports on how the different organizations were
wiling to help. Normally opposing opinions and the fear of having ideas
stolen prevents rescuers from talking on a personal level but this time

everyone put their differences aside in order to help. It was a tremen-
dous feeling and gave us all hope for a happy ending.

After less than two months, a date was set and plans were coming
together not only to transport the animals but to spay and neuter every-
one even those stay|r|1_g with the girls. The older pups and one of the
packs were going to Full Moon Farm and Sanctuary (FMFS) in North
Carolina, the other pack was going to EagleWolf Foundation (EWF) in
Tennessee and the young pups would be going to Florida and then
placed in their new homes. .

The day came quickly and the first surgeries started around 8:00
AM. ltwas just the beglnnlngbofavery long but successful day. All but4
of the adults who needed to be transported or altered had to be tranquil-
ized to be moved safely. This is never an easy task when dealing with
wolf dogs and because of their adrenaline, drugging them can be frus-
tratlng and dangerous. One ma_\lpr problem involved with tranquilizing a
wolf dog is that they have the ability to override almost any drug if they try
hard enough. A potentially dangerous situation can arise when, all of a
sudden, the animal decides to give into the tranquilizer, allowing all of the
previously administered drugs to take effect. If this happens too quickly it
can become hazardous so darting, capturing and crating all the adults
was, to say the least, a trying task.

While some of the volunteers stayed to dart and catch the animals,
others were busy transporting the animals to and from the vet's office in
town to be altered. The volunteer veterinarians worked steadily all day
and into the night, putting their exhaustion aside for the sake of the
animals. Everyone involved in the rescue effort signed on for much
more than they bargained for but managed to keep their humor, calm,
and care for the animals through out the day. Around 11.00 PM (after
over 16 hours of straight work) we gathered around, thanked each other,
and left smiling. The fact that we had successfully pulled off a major task
was known by all and didn't need to be mentioned.

Once everyone was loaded into the truck the total head count was
down to 20. We were short one animal because a female from one of
the packs not only turned out to be pregnant, but delivered seven pups
while we were there. Such a long trip would be detrimental to their
health so we decided to leave her behind. Plans are in the works for
another rescue effort when they are ready to travel.

Unfortunately for Dawn and all the animals aboard the transport
vehicle, the long trek home was still ahead. The lone male would have
the shortest journey, as he was to be dropped off at LCWR, but the other
19 had a long way to go. Because Dawn traveled alone, the trip to North
Carolina took XX hours. Some people from EWF met Dawn at FMFS
and took their new charges home from there. The remaining animals
were temporarily housed at FMFS until permanent housing could be
constructed. After everyone was settled, Dawn and the pups headed off
to Florida for the last leg of the trip.

We want to thank everyone for their physical, moral and financial
support for this major rescue effort. Donations are still needed to defray
the housing, medical and transportation costs; if you wish to help with
this all donations marked ‘rescue’ Me forwarded to FWDR.

The Lithuanian Connection

6§ _In the fall of 2001 We received
VA7Ja  rather strange email
) requesting a grant for students
of a small school in Lithuania. The
letter stated, in rather forced English,
that some of their students had excelled
in a class project on endangered
wildlife and the environment and they
were looking for some way to
recognize them.

Our first instinct, sadly enough,
was that this was some sort of internet
scam. Not wanting to prejudge or
perceive ourselves as too jaded we
politely answered back that we were a
very small nonprofit organization that
was looking for grants, not making
them.

The response came back, again
in broken English, that any small
token, to reward the kids, would be
appreciated. OK, we’re not talking
money, could this be for real?

We decided that it would be far
better for us to get conned than for us
to loose our optimism about humanity.
We sent some Weff t-shirts, key-chains,
and educational workbooks. We then
asked for them to email us some
photos of the kids and the story of their
project and how they excelled.

The response was very thankful
for the items sent, but apologetic in that
they did not have a scanner in order to
send photos. One thing led to another
and we were shipping a surplus
scanner that we had to Lithuania. Not
being real savvy about international
commerce and parcel shipping we
insured the package. Big mistake!

Once the package arrived in
Lithuania the school was required to
pay customs duty on the scanner of
$100 because of the insured amount of
the package.
