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Renata -- Tragic, But Not Uncommon ...
Renata arrived at the 
Sanctuary on August 27th.   
She was in good spirits 

but she was thin, her coat had 
missing patches of fur, and she 
looked like she had been through 
a lot.  At the time, we only knew 
a portion of her story, which was 
bad enough.  As the rest of her 
history ýlled in, we discovered 
just how much this girl had been 
through.  Many aspects of her 
story are very familiar tales we 
have seen repeated in the his-
tories of so many animals who 
have come to Wolf.  Read the 
‘their stories’ section of our web-
site to see for yourself!  
	 The beginnings of Renata’s story took place in 2003, in 
Utah.  A gentleman there had a male and female pair of wolf-
dogs.  Although he did not intend 
on breeding the two, no precau-
tions had been taken and, well… 
Nature took its course.  Around 
62 days later, on the first of May, 
Renata was born.  She was only 
allowed to know her mother for a 
short time.  It is a common prac-
tice with wolf-dog breeders to 
pull the pups from their mother 
before their eyes open.  The be-
lief being the pups will imprint 
better on humans, if they are the 
first things the pup sees.  
	 A friend of the man in 
Utah took Renata and her broth-
er Manny.  Renata was originally 
named Lilly, later in her journeys her name was changed.  Re-
nata’s new guardian truly was a caring individual.  He built the 
pair an outdoor enclosure, spent a good amount of time with the 

two of them and a natural bond 
was formed.  After she reached 
maturity, Renata was allowed to 
breed and have puppies.  We are 
unsure if the father was Manny, 
Renata’s brother, or another male.  
It is a common belief that female 
wolf-dogs will have a calmer 
personality after having pups.  
The high energy personality of 
female wolves, especially domi-
nant female wolves like Renata, 
actually plays an important part 
in pack stability.  It’s an inherent 
trait, another reason why wolves 
are perfectly suited for the wild, 
and not as a backyard pet. 
	 Renata’s real problems with her guardian in Utah came 
from a different direction.  A neighbor was aptly against some-
one in the area having wolf-dogs.  Although no problems had 
occurred with Renata or Manny, 
the neighbor’s irrational fears of 
wolves spurred a small feud.  Af-
ter some threats were made, Re-
nata’s guardian was in fear for her 
and Manny’s lives.  They needed 
a new home before something 
dire happened.  In December of 
2006, Renata and Manny had to 
say goodbye to the life they knew 
in Utah.
	 A small rescue facility in 
southern California took the two 
of them in.  This facility was not 
a long term sanctuary, so they be-
gan seeking a permanent home 
for Renata and Manny.  Not so 
far away, in northern California, a small sanctuary was able to 
take the pair in for what was planned to have been a life-long 

Sasha & Pax -- Having Too Much Fun ...
While we try our best to 
rescue animals that are 
not only in critical need 

but also are compatible with their 
intended companion at the Sanc-
tuary, we do not always succeed.  
Some of this was covered in our 
last newsletter as we were pre-
sented with extreme challenges 
with Sasha.  Rescued as a com-
panion for Webster, Sasha’s be-
havioral issues turned out to be 
more pronounced than we had 
anticipated.  Dominant, food ag-
gressive and in desperate need 
of human love, Sasha had little 
tolerance for Webster and within 
a few short hours after their introduction it became apparent that 
it was never going to work. 
	 Placing her alone in an enclosure near the house allowed 

us to observe her interactions with other wolves at fence lines.  She 
was just as fiercely possessive of her food, and humans, through 
the fence as she had been with Webster.  Judging from her obses-
sive hostility toward every adult 
wolf she encountered and know-
ing we couldn’t leave her without 
a companion, the only solution 
to the problem was to find her a 
young male pup.  All wolves love 
puppies and this would allow her 
to mother and nurture her com-
panion instead of picking fights.
	 Almost immediately af-
ter reaching this conclusion sev-
eral young wolf-dog pups in need 
of rescue came to our attention. 
Unfortunately, as so often hap-
pens, complications arose with 
the potential rescues. By the end 
of August Sasha was still with-

out a companion and Wolf was 
down to only two options: a 5 
month old high content male in 
New Jersey and a 6 month old 
low content male in Wisconsin.  
Normally Wolf reserves openings 
at the Sanctuary for higher con-
tent individuals with little chance 
of finding a home elsewhere.  In 
this situation the higher content 
pup in New Jersey became em-
broiled in a legal dispute that 
could take months to settle. The 
Wisconsin pup, while more likely 
to find a home, was immediately 
available to come to Sanctuary as 
a companion for Sasha.
	 Faced with the dilemma of making Sasha wait longer for 
a higher content companion or getting her one while he was still 
young enough for her to accept we decided to ask for help -- Sa-

sha’s help to be exact.  Writing the Wisconsin pup’s name on one 
piece of paper and the New Jersey pup’s on the other we brought 
them out to Sasha.  She sniffed both pieces of paper before pick-
ing up the one with the Wiscon-
sin pup’s name and walking off 
with it into her enclosure. 
	 With such a clear deci-
sion from Sasha, Pax was flown 
in from Wisconsin on September 
1st. It took no time at all for the 
young thief to steal the hearts 
of everyone he met and on Sep-
tember 3rd we decided to see if he 
could steal Sasha’s heart as well.  
Hoping for the best but prepared 
if things once again went down-
hill with the introduction, we let 
Sasha into the enclosure where 
Pax was, believing that it would

be neutral enough territory for 
both of them to be comfortable. 
	 Sasha and Pax noticed 
each other immediately and 
Pax set about harassing Sasha 
with the enthusiasm only a pup-
py can muster.  At first Sasha 
was standoffish and confused 
with Pax’s obsessive attention, 
unsure of how to respond and 
more interested in exploring 
the new habitat and protecting 
her humans from the exuberant 
puppy.  Luckily for Pax he was 
more interested in her than any-
thing else and with his contin-
ued efforts she slowly began to let down her guard.  By the time 
Sasha was returned to her enclosure (with Pax close at her heels) 
they were wrestling and chasing each other around like maniacs.

	 While Sasha is still slight-
ly food aggressive toward Pax, 
her tolerance of his puppy antics 
is utterly amazing.  She has no 
problem letting him chew on her 
ear or hang from her neck while 
she rests or patrols her territory.  
Both have seemingly inexhaust-
ible stores of energy with which 
they race fence lines with neigh-
boring packs, chase chipmunks, 
birds, squirrels and each other, 
wrestle and greet humans with 
such reckless abandon that you 
are often knocked off balance 
with their exuberant attempts to 
get your attention.  The bond be-

tween the two is strong and seems to be holding as Pax grows into 
his teenage years.  He has more than doubled in size in two short 
months!  We have high hopes for their future together.    _

home.  Renata and Manny made 
the transition to their new home 
very well, at least in the begin-
ning. 
	 In northern California, 
the two were brought up to date 
on their vaccinations.  They were 
looking to be good prospects as 
ambassador wolves as well.  Re-
nata and Manny made a handful 
of outings together, one of them 
a visit to a hospice home, but 
things were starting to change for 
Renata.  Less than a month after 
arriving at her new home, she 
began to exhibit more dominant 
behavior towards her caretakers.  
She started being “grabby” with 
her muzzle.  Initial signs of this 
started when she gently but firm-
ly took her caretaker’s wrist in 
her muzzle and would not let go.  
There was no growling or other 
outward signs, but this was the 
start of wolf behavior intended to 
test the pack hierarchy.  Renata 
became more anxious and vo-
cal over time.  She held her ears 
more forward and her tail more 
raised.  Her gaze became very 
fixed as her dominance behavior 
increased.  Hoping this was only 
a transitional phase for Renata, 
they tried using a couple of calming medications.  Unfortunately 
they had little effect on her behavior. 
	 Renata had been removed from the territory she knew for 
her entire life.  The hierarchy of her pack had changed as well.  
Her original guardian, whom she knew from a very young age, 
she had naturally accepted as the alpha of her pack.  Now he was 

gone, she was in a new place and 
it was time to start a new pack.  
Renata wanted to be the alpha of 
that new pack and was taking the 
natural steps to assume that role.  
But this was not the entirety of 
what was happening.  It was mid 
January, natural mating season 
for wolves.  Renata and Manny 
were both still intact and Renata 
was beginning her estrus cycle. 
	 The dynamics of a wolf 
pack change dramatically when 
mating season begins.  The al-
pha pair of the pack will become 
more dominant over the subordi-
nate members of the pack. This 
behavior ensures that only the 

alpha pair will mate.
	 In the wild, the entire pack spends more time separated 
than during other times of the year as the alpha pair go through 
courtship rituals.  In captive situations where people are around 
wolves as these courtship rituals are happening, problems can 
occur.  Shortly after discovering Renata was entering estrus, an 

emergency spay was performed.  
However the hormones that trig-
ger all of these behaviors take 
time to go away.  When one of 
her caretakers slipped and fell, 
instincts took over and it ended 
with moderate bites to the hand 
and face, leaving the caretaker 
with a broken finger and several 
stitches to his face. 
	 Renata had claimed the 
alpha position, at least in her 
own way of viewing things.  Her 
behavior towards her caretak-
ers had become more than they 
could manage.  However, they

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Payroll Deductions Don’t Need to Be Big
We would like to acknowledge all of our 
supporters who donate to Wolf through 
payroll deduction plans.

Renata -- Tragic, But Not Uncommon
Renata made the journey to Col-
orado by plane, significantly re-
ducing the time she had to spend 
in a travel kennel.  She arrived at 
Wolf seemingly unfazed by her 
travels, happy, calm and pleased 
to be accepting affection from 
the people who were greeting 
her.  We had originally been told 
Renata was only 4 years old, but 
her physical traits appeared to 
say she was older.  She was un-
derweight, had strange patches 
of fur missing from her coat, the 
tips of her ears were raw from 
fly bites, her paw pads had deep 
cracks through them, and she just 
outright looked like she had been through a lot.  
	 The next day our veterinarian came to the Sanctuary to 
give Renata a full exam.  Despite 
all of the visible ailments, there 
were no critical issues, requir-
ing extreme measures -- except 
for building up her muscle mass.  
A special dietary plan was put 
together for her along with a 
treatment plan for her paws and 
a number of supplements were 
prescribed to improve her over-
all health.  Our veterinarian gave 
Renata the go ahead to be with 
other animals, it was time for her 
to meet Webster.
	 Renata made the move 
from the isolation enclosure she 

had been in, to Webster’s habi-
tat by walking on a leash.  Ev-
eryone was amazed at just how 
well she appeared to be adapting 
to all of the changes she had just 
been through.  Her introduction 
to Webster went smoothly.  They 
briefly met a couple of times, al-
most as if to simply say a polite 
hello to each other.  Renata ex-
plored her new habitat until she 
was tired.  Webster was likely 
remembering his failed introduc-
tion to Sasha.  He was watching 
Renata from a distance, acting 
shy, though you could see he 
wanted to get closer.  By evening, 

the two of them were laying a short distance apart.  Webster and 
Renata’s pairing was looking to be a good match.
	 Over the next several weeks, the two have slowly become 
more bonded.  We feel everything Renata has been through had 
made her weary of bonding to other wolves.  In the beginning, 
Renata would howl a mournful song several times a day.  Usually 
when one of the wolves begins to howl at the Sanctuary, everyone 
else quickly joins in.  When a wolf is grieving, they sing a differ-
ent song and all of the other wolves simply listen in silence.  As 
time passed, Renata sang her mournful song less often and finally 
the time came where she almost never sings it any more.  A wel-
come sign she is adapting well to her new life at Wolf.  The cracks 
in her paw pads have healed well.  Her coat looks wonderful now, 
especially as it fills in for winter and she is back up to a healthy 
weight.  Webster and Renata have been slowly forming a deeper 
bond with each other, spending more time together and even seen 
playing every now and then.  With her new life at Wolf, we believe 
the meaning of her new name has finally come to be.    _

held no ill will towards Renata, 
understanding her actions as 
normal wolf behavior.  At the 
same time, they knew for her 
own safety as well as the safety 
of others, Renata needed to make 
another move.  She needed to be 
at a sanctuary with better facili-
ties to accommodate her special 
needs and personality.
	 A sanctuary on the east 
coast had the facilities Renata 
needed and outwardly appeared 
to be a good choice.  Arrange-
ments were made and a num-
ber of caring folks in the rescue 
community relayed Renata across the country to yet another new 
home.  She arrived to find larger, secure enclosures with play 
structures and all of the necessities.  
	 She was still known as Lilly when she arrived, but the 
folks at the new sanctuary made the choice to change her name 
to Renata, which means ‘reborn.’  Around six months later, Man-
ny began showing similar behavioral issues at the sanctuary in 
northern California.  He made the journey to the east coast and 
was rejoined with Renata at the new sanctuary.  
	 The details of the next two and a half years of Renata’s 
life are not as well known.  Although the sanctuary she went to 
outwardly appeared to be an upstanding facility, the realities for 
the animals were not.  According to what we have found out, they 
held no animal related licenses, nor did they hold any sanctuary 
accreditations.  This means there was no oversight of how the 
sanctuary was run or what kind of care the animals really re-
ceived.  Although it was state licensed as a nonprofit, the facility 
did not hold an IRS 501(c)(3) nonprofit status.  
	 Some time after Manny’s arrival, he was euthanized for 
aggressive behaviors.  Other animals apparently disappeared from 
this sanctuary without a trace as well and someone from the inside 
put out a quiet plea for help.  As they came to light, the allegations 
of what was happening were horrifying and there was equally 
disturbing photo evidence to 
back them up.  The claim was, as 
this sanctuary reached its hold-
ing capacity for animals and the 
owner of the sanctuary heard of 
another group of animals in need 
of rescue, animals at the sanctu-
ary were killed in order to make 
space.  
	 Several other sanctu-
aries, rescues and individuals 
came together in an effort to stop 
what was happening there.  It 
made no sense, the very nature 
of what a sanctuary is, was being 
contradicted by what was alleg-
edly occurring.  Due to the sus-

pected mental state of the owner of the sanctuary, the next steps 
were taken carefully for the safety of the animals still there.  The 

sanctuary was blocked from fu-
ture rescues and persuaded into 
releasing a number of animals to 
other sanctuaries.  
	 This is when Renata was 
originally supposed to come to 
Wolf.  However, the owner of the 
sanctuary changed their mind 
and stopped releasing animals 
before Renata was able to get 
out.  Tactics against the sanctu-
ary were stepped up and state 
authorities became involved. The 
sanctuary was forced to release 
all the wolf-dogs in their care, 
and not allowed to take in or keep 
any more.  The animals were all 

safe and moved to new homes.  Renata was safe as well and ready 
to make the move to Wolf.  Although everyone involved would 
have liked to have seen more actions taken against the sanctuary 
owner, local laws did not permit that to happen.

A Magical Moment With Renata  (by Holly Ashby)

Like many of the ani-
mals that arrive at Wolf, 
Renata came needing to 

recover from physical and emo-
tional abuse.  In Renata’s case, 
the physical trauma that she had 
endured was very obvious.  Her 
paws were badly cracked, her 
coat had many bald patches, her 
ears were raw from fly bites at 
least half of the way down and 
she was seriously underweight.  
Renata’s emotional scars, though 
not as obvious, were visible when 
you looked in her eyes and no-
ticed her very tentative physical 
posturing.
	 I was drawn to Renata immediately because her need to 
be rehabilitated was so apparent.  Whenever possible, during my 
trips to Wolf, I sat with Renata, stroking her and speaking words 
of assurance that she is in a safe, loving place.  When I was asked 
to see if she would allow me to put salve on her paws, Renata, 
although obviously not crazy about the idea, as evidenced by her 
low growl, allowed me to touch her sore, cracked pads.
 	 One day in October, I was asked to take a supporter, Pa-
tricia, on a tour of  the Sanctuary.  Before we set out to see the 
animals, Frank related some details of Renata’s story, including 

that she had had her pups taken away from her when they were 
still very young.  When Patricia and I entered Renata’s enclosure, 
Renata immediately approached us to get some pets and love.  Pa-
tricia started talking to Renata in a soothing voice, telling Renata 
that she knew about some of the trauma that she had been through 
before coming to Wolf.  At the exact moment when Patricia ut-
tered the word “puppies” Renata let out a very mournful sound.  
It was the only time that Renata made any sound during the time 
that we were sitting with her.
	 After awhile, Renata walked a few paces away, and Patri-
cia told me how special it had been for her on her previous visit 

to the Sanctuary, to get to hear 
the wolves howling.  I asked Pa-
tricia if she would like me to see 
if I could get the animals to do it 
again.  Patricia enthusiastically 
said yes, so I started howling.  
Within seconds, Renata joined 
me, matching my pitch.  No other 
animals joined in.  It was very 
still except for Renata’s and my 
duet, and it seemed like all of 
the other animals were listening 
to Renata tell her story.  I hope 
and pray that it was an opportu-
nity for Renata to undergo some 
healing.  It was certainly a very 
magical moment for me.  _
