Each
and every animal who has departed from Wej
holds a special place in our hearts. making it hard
to choose who gets (o hold the honor each year.
After reading Akyra’s story, we think you'll agree
she deserves it. What follows is an excerpt from
her full story found on our web site.
May 18th, 1995. At not even 4 months old,
Akyra was brought into the vet with a hornble
fracture of her left front elbow. A fter extensive re-
constructive surgery it was pfaced in a cast. Sup-
posedly. there were discrepancies in the reports
that each of her owners gave as o what had oc-
curred. It was believed that she was hit with some-

thing similar to a baseball bat. However nothing | Akyraand hertrademarked smile

repair was mediocre at best, leaving Akyra unable
to bend her elbow from then on.

Shortly thereafter, Akyra’s owners moved
from an apartment to a house with a yard. Al-
most immediately, complaints were lodged with
| the Humane Society against Akyra’s owners, by a

neighbor who witnessed acts of neglect and abuse.
| The instructor of the obedience classes also be-
came concerned about Akyra’s well-being, after
W noticing the approach used by her owners during
' these classes and discussions with Akyra’s vet.

The instructor contacted Woff and began to
champion Akyra’s cause. After many months of
dedicated work, and the aid of the district attorney,
she convinced Akyra’s owners to surrender her to
1 Wolf. In September of 1995, despite her rough and

could be proved. On advice from their vet. the
owners started Akyra in obedience classes, in order to help them
deal with her energetic and independent behavior.

On June 3rd Akyra was again taken to the vet for surgery
on her elbow, after re-injuring it jumping from the second floor
balcony of their apartment. It was believed that she was trying
to escape from her owners. Due to the extensive damage, the

abusive pasL. Woff received one of the sweetest and
most human friendly animals we have ever had the
honor of knowing. Akyra’s malformed elbow and severe under-
bite (most likely a result of inbreeding and injury) didn’t slow her
down or dampen her enthusiasm for life and her capacity for for-
giveness continues to inspire people to this day.

He
had difficulty eating and became more lethargic as the summer
heat seemed to intensify his discomfort. He lost weight and spent
much of the day sleeping in the shade — away from his human
friends. Lakota’s trips from his enclosure to the deck became less
frequent. His jaw and muzzle were swollen and his water was
tinted red. The future looked bleak for the stoic wotf.

Then came winter. The cold set in by November and not
so slowly, the dignified wolf blossomed. He spent December and
January basking in the attention of his human friends. His curios-
ity about life was renewed as he watched the antics of Sasha and
Pax, the young wolves in the next enclosure. Lakota’s appetite re-
turned and he “wolfed” down his daily ration of meat and treats.

this animal longed to experience
another winter. 1 don’t know the
answers. But what 1 do know is
that Lakota controls hiis own des-
tiny. He declined his pain medi-
cation last summer and he has
managed his pain and his disease
in his own way.

Every time { volunteer at
the Sanctuary, I look forward to watching Renata and the wolves
around her. Volunteers and staff are drawn to Renata’s sweet
temperament. She enjoys having her human friends in her enclo-
sure. When she sees them start up the hill to visit, sfie waits near
the gate and immediately approaches.

Two other wolves also wait -- Webster and Kasota. Both
wolves came from a horrific breeding silvation in Wisconsin.
They were chained and left to starve when the breeder died un-
expectedly. [tis a miracle they survived at all. Their ordeal has
made them wary of all people and they prefer to avoid human
comtact.

Webster is now Renata's companion. She joined him
when she came to the Sanctuary last summer. He is a very shy
wolf who hurries away when humans come near. However, a
change 1s occurring. Webster watches with great interest as Re-
nata eatertains her human guests. He moves closer and closer
with each visil. As Renata interacts with her visitors, Webster
walks slowly and deliberately toward the group. He watches and
he waits — keeping a safe distance between himself and the hu-
mans-- but always a bit closer.

Kasota is in the enclosure next to Webster and Renata.
They share a fence line and Kasota watches too. When Renata
has visitors, Kasota stops her usual pacing and moves quietly to
the shared fence. She stares at
Renata and her visitors and there &
is an intense curiosity in her |
beautiful face. She cautiously
works her way toward the group. |
1t’s almost as if she 1s tiptoeing to
avoid notice. She stands very still
and carefully observes Renata’s
interactions.

On a recent Sunday af-
ternoon, Michelle, a gifted staff
member, decided to see if Renata
was interested in a walk. She
carefully showed Renata the har-
ness and the wolf practically put
it on by herself. She seemed to
remember walks from a happier

Gd While having the banctuary nestled high in a remote part
f‘} of the Rocky Mountains of Colorado is the perfect envi-
& ronment for the wolves, it leads to a number of challeng-
es. Heavy equipment is especially vital for keeping the 2.5 mile
long private access road to the Sanctuary passable in winter. The
backhoe we have has served us well for the fast 14 years; however,
it was an older model to begin with and is rear the point of being
completely worn out. A replacement backhoe, similar 1o the one
pictured here. would be the most useful piece of equipment for us
(these sell used for around $19.000). Afl donated equipment is 1ax
deductible at fair market value. Other very useful equipment for
the Sanctuary inctudes: a skidioader (Bobcat), road grader, bull-
dozer, wheel-loader, and othier various equipment. Please check
out our wish list for other items the Sanctluary needs.
